· The total number of positive cases is now at 7,577. 
· All cases except 3 are Kenyans. 
· 266 are males and 123 are females with the youngest at 1 year and the oldest at 93. 
· The cases are distributed as follows: 
a) Nairobi – 248
b) Kajiado – 36
c) Kiambu – 27
d) Mombasa – 23
e) Busia – 17
f) Machakos – 10
g) Migori – 9
h) Kitui – 6
i) Makueni – 3
j) Uasin Gishu – 3
k) Nakuru and Kilifi - 2 cases each
l) Garissa, Muranga and Narok – 1 case each. 

· 88 patients have been discharged from various hospitals today. The total number of recoveries is now 2,236.
