· Today, the highest number of cases has been recorded since the start of the pandemic with 307 people confirmed to have Covid-19 out of 3,519 samples tested. 
· The total number of cases in the country is now at 6,673 out of 173,355 samples tested. 
· Out of the number, 289 are Kenyans with 18 foreigners. 215 are males, 92 are females. The youngest is 1 years old, the oldest is 81. 
· The cases are distributed as follows: 
a) Nairobi – 154
b) Mombasa – 38
c) Machakos – 33
d) Kiambu – 30
e) Narok – 20
f) Kajiado – 14
g) Busia – 10

i) Makueni and Nakuru – 5 cases each
j) Kilifi, Kisumu, Kitui and Uasin Gishu – 1 case each. 

· 50 patients have been discharged today bringing the total number of recoveries to 2,089. 
· 1 patient was lost today bringing the fatality rate to 149.
